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Message from the President

In an effort to support cashew farmers amid rising climate
challenges, the Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC)
has partnered with leading agricultural input companies
to provide specialized training aimed at building resilience
and promoting sustainable farming practices.

Under this collaboration, companies such as Angkor
Green, Rohat Agro Tech, Rhino Master, Huy Yun
Agriculture, UT Crop Protection, Agro Pharmacy, and VSR
Agriscience have deployed their own agricultural science

experts to deliver hands-on training to farmers across

The initiative in 2025 includes 40 planned training workshops hosted by CAC's ten provincial
branches, targeting over 8,400 farming households. These sessions were held in key cashew-
producing provinces including Kampong Thom, Kampong Cham, Thoung Khmum, Kratie, Stung
Treng, Ratanakiri, Preah Vihear, and Siem Reap. Notably, one workshop in Kampong Thom
received financial support from HEKS/EPER Cambodia, an international NGO.

The core focus of the training is on reducing production costs and promoting climate-resilient
agricultural practices. Farmers are being trained to minimize chemical use through integrated
pest management, and instead are encouraged to use homemade alternatives like Highly
Effective Micro-Organisms (HEM) and Indigenous Microorganism Bacillus Subtilis (IMOBSs).
These biological inputs help boost productivity while protecting the environment.

Climate-Smart Agriculture (CSA) principles are at the heart of the initiative. CSA is a sustainable
approach to farming that aims to increase productivity, enhance resilience to climate change,
and reduce greenhouse gas emissions. It promotes practices such as water-efficient irrigation,
use of climate-resilient crop varieties, agroforestry, and digital tools for farm monitoring.

Cambodia, U.S. Deepen Trade
Talks Amid Global
Investment Slowdown

Phnom Penh, October 2, 2025 The Cashew Nut
Association of Cambodia (CAC) participated in
the Forum on Investment and Trade with the
United States, hosted at the National School of
Customs and Excise and chaired by Deputy
Prime Minister Sun Chanthol.

The event comes as global investment fell 11%
in 2024, with developed economies like
Europe seeing a 58% drop. ASEAN bucked the
trend with a 10% FDI increase, offering

Cambodia opportunities despite ongoing
uncertainties.
Private industry leaders, including CAC

Chairman Silot Uon and Oknha Kith Meng,
raised concerns about delays in Qualified
Investment Projects (QIPs), citing a two-year
stall in launching the Cashew Industrial Park
(CIP).

Meanwhile, trade with the U.S. remains
strong, with exports up 95% from 2020 to
2024. However, a new 19% U.S. reciprocal
tariff on Cambodian goods, introduced on July
31, poses fresh challenges. In response,
Cambodia has granted a 0% customs duty on
eligible U.S. imports, pending a broader trade

deal.
To protect export credibility, the Ministry of
Commerce is tightening enforcement against

goods origin fraud and reinforcing
compliance with U.S. and Cambodian rules of
origin.

Despite a difficult global outlook, Cambodian
officials emphasized continued reforms and
diversification to sustain investor confidence.
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New Project Targets Food
Loss, Green Innovation in

Cambodia's Agri-Food Sector

Phnom Penh, October 3, 2025 'A new EU-
funded initiative is aiming to make
Cambodia's agri-food system more sustainable
and climate-resilient. The Accelerating
Sustainability in Cambodia's Agri-Food System
(ASCA) project, led by People in Need (PIN)
and supported by the Ministry of Agriculture,
is promoting green technologies and carbon-
based fertilizers among rural MSMEs.

Backed by the SWITCH-Asia programme, the
project seeks to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions, improve rural livelihoods, and
promote food loss valorisation, the conversion
of waste into valuable products.

A key focus is on post-harvest food loss,
particularly at wet markets, distribution
centers, and during agri-processing. A study
commissioned by ASCA is assessing loss points
in five key value chains: cashew, cassava,
corn, coconut, and sugarcane.

The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia
(CAC) highlighted the untapped potential of
cashew apples and nut shell by-products,
which could be processed into animal feed,
vinegar, liquor, biofuels, and organic
fertilizers. CAC called for increased
investment to turn agricultural waste into
green products that support sustainability
and market competitiveness.

Findings from the project will inform policy,
guide investment, and support pilots aimed at
transforming Cambodia's food system.

Climate Risks Organizers stressed that regenerative
agriculture must be inclusive and market-

driven to succeed. With the right investment
and collaboration, it could boost yields,
reduce emissions, and build long-term
resilience for Cambodian farmers.

Phnom Penh, October 9, 2025 Facing rising
climate threats and worsening soil
degradation, Cambodia is turning to
regenerative agriculture as a sustainable
solution for its ailing agricultural sector.
Experts warn that crop yields could fall by up
to 30% by 2050 wunder high-emission
scenarios, with 43% of agricultural land
already degraded due to intensive farming.

At a national forum held this week under the
UNDP, AFCIA Innovation for Climate
Acceleration Project (ICAP), stakeholders from
government, private sector, and civil society
discussed scaling climate-smart practices like
cover cropping, intercropping, and bio-
fertilizer use. The Ministry of Agriculture has
set a target to transition 30% of farmland to
climate-smart methods by 2030, up from just
5% today.

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Kampong Thom Crowned Cambodia's Cashew Capital Amid
Push for Global Leadership

Kampong Thom province has emerged as Cambodia's largest cashew-growing region, with over
147,000 hectares under cultivation and more than 220,000 tonnes produced annually around
30% of the nation's total output. The government has designated the province as the site of
Cambodia's first Cashew Industrial Park, aiming to transform the Kingdom into a global leader
in cashew production.

Prime Minister Hun Manet announced plans to attract investment and build infrastructure to
support the new agro-industrial hub, calling for land incentives to accelerate development. The
Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) reports the country now has 700,000 hectares of
cashew plantations, producing up to 1 million tonnes yearly.

Despite high export volumes 964,000 tonnes valued at $1.4 billion in the first eight months of
2025 most cashews are shipped raw to Vietnam. Limited domestic processing capacity remains a
major challenge. CAC is seeking investment in processing and by-product development to
capture more value locally.

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Cambodia Boosts Global Cashew Supply to 5.5 Million Tonnes

PHNOM PENH, Oct 20 (Bernama) - Cambodia's growing cashew nut industry is set to elevate
global supply to 5.5 million metric tonnes in 2025, joining top producers Ivory Coast, India, and
Vietnam.

From January to August, Cambodian farmers harvested 940,000 metric tonnes of raw cashews,
generating US$1.4 billion in export earnings. The kingdom's creamy M23 variety, prized for its
taste and resilience, is now grown on 300,000 hectares and exported mainly to Vietnam.

Industry experts forecast Cambodia could produce 1.2 million metric tonnes by 2030, with
planted area expanding to 1.4 million hectares. Despite rising output, prices remain stable due to
robust global demand, particularly from China.

Global cashew consumption now stands at 600,000 metric tonnes annually, with the market
projected to grow from US$7 billion to US$10 billion by 2031, driven by demand for plant-based
diets and cashew-based products like milk and snacks.

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Bulgaria Eyes Cambodian Cashew Exports, Investment in

Phnom Penh, October 22, 2025 - The Bulgarian Chamber of Commerce is exploring plans to
export Cambodian cashew nuts to Bulgaria and invest in Cambodia's agriculture sector. The
initiative was discussed during a meeting on October 20 between Mr. Maxim Behar, Vice-
President of the Chamber and CEO of M3 Communications Group, and H.E. Prak David,
Secretary of State at the Ministry of Agriculture.

Mr. Behar expressed interest in Cambodia's cashew market and broader agri-investment
opportunities. H.E. Prak David welcomed the initiative, highlighting Cambodia's high-quality
agricultural products and favorable investment climate.

The Bulgarian side was also invited to join the upcoming Cambodia Agriculture Forum and
Exhibition 2025 (CAFE25), the country's largest agricultural event aimed at boosting trade and
attracting investment.

Cambodia is currently the world's second-largest cashew producer, accounting for 17% of global
output.

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Cambodia Targets EU Market

Phnom Penh, October 23, 2025 - Cambodia is
intensifying efforts to expand its processed
cashew exports, with the European Union
(EU) emerging as a key target market to help
the country reach its goal of exporting 25% of
processed cashews by 2027 and 50% by 2032.

Speaking at the Cambodia Cashew and Pepper
Trade Forum under the theme "Unlocking EU
Market Access", Minister of Commerce Cham
Nimul emphasized that diversifying exports
with 450 million
consumers - will be vital to transforming

EU market would drive improvements in

German Ambassador to Cambodia Stefan
Messerer echoed this sentiment, noting that
Germany and the EU are "demanding markets
that value ethical, sustainable, and traceable
products.” He highlighted Germany's role as a
key importer and gateway for Cambodian
goods across Europe, encouraging
collaboration with German companies to help
Cambodia shift from raw exports to high-
value branded products.

Cambodia's cashew industry continues to
show strong growth. The Ministry of
Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries projects
that by 2025, cashew plantations will cover

600,000 hectares, yielding over 1 million tons

annually. In the first nine months of 2025
alone, cashew exports generated $9.c billion,
marking a 25% increase from the same period
last year.

According to Silot Uon, president of the
Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC),
while exports of processed cashews to Europe
remain limited due to local processing
capacity, Cambodian cashews are already
reaching markets in France, Germany, the UK,
and the Netherlands. A Spanish firm is also
preparing to receive the first-ever shipment of
Cambodian cashew kernels to Spain.
Processed Cambodian cashews are currently
sold in 6,000 supermarkets in France and over
18,000 convenience stores in Japan, with the
Ministry of Commerce continuing efforts to
expand into additional markets.

The move toward the EU market marks a
major step in Cambodia's broader strategy to
enhance

raw cashew exports in the last eight months,
highlighting the crop's significant
contribution to the national economy.
Cashews thrive on the country's poor, non-
flooded soils, with the CAC encouraging
farmers to reserve high-quality farmland for
other crops.

In a critical move to improve local capacity,
the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and
Fisheries (MAFF), through its Department of
Agro-Industry (DAI), has launched new
training courses. These programs, led by the
DAT's technical working group, are designed
to strengthen the skills of provincial
agriculture officials in:

- Post-harvest handling

- Quality control and standards

- Processing methods and hygiene practices
CAC, despite its status as a small NGO, has
been instrumental in supporting farmers with
cultivation techniques, trading, and attracting
foreign investment. Once trained, provincial
officials will transfer this expertise directly to
farmers, helping to raise production

standards and increase the overall value of
Cambodian cashew exports.

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CAC, IAE Explore Cashew-
Based Biofuel Partnership

Kampong Thom, November 3, 2025 - The
Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC)
began talks with South Korea's Institute for
Advanced Engineering (IAE) to develop a
biofuel project using Cashew Nut Shell Liquid

(CNSL), a renewable oil derived from cashew

processing waste.
The collaboration forms part of IAE's
feasibility study on large-scale biofuel

extraction from cashew shells, supported by
the South Korean government. A pilot project
is slated to launch in April 2026.

During a recent visit, IAE representatives
toured several Cambodian cashew processors
- including Mirarth Agritech, Pinex Agro, and
TL Agri Food - to assess raw material supplies,
targeting around 40 tons of shells per day for
research and production.

CAC President Silot Uon described the
initiative as a "strategic opportunity” to add
value to Cambodia's cashew industry and
promote sustainable energy. CAC also urged
IAE to coordinate with  Cambodia's
Department of Agro-Industry under MAFF to
align the project with national policies.
Further collaboration with the Korea Trade-
Investment Promotion Agency (KOTRA) in
Phnom Penh 1is planned to strengthen
bilateral cooperation. If realized, the cashew-
based biofuel venture could turn agricultural

waste into clean energy while boosting local

jobs and investment.




Vietnam's Automation Revolution Reshapes Global Cashew
Industry

HCM November 4 - Vietnam has quietly emerged as the global powerhouse of cashew processing
- not by producing the most nuts, but by mastering automation. Through decades of innovation
and engineering precision, the country has transformed cashew processing into a high-value
industrial sector that now sets the global standard.

Vietnam is the world's leading cashew processor, handling more raw nuts than any other nation.
Its factories in Binh Phuoc, Long An, and Dong Nai operate with cutting-edge automation - from
sorting and peeling to grading and packing - dramatically boosting efficiency and product
quality.

"Vietnam's lead is not resource-driven; it's innovation-driven," said an analyst at the Vietnam
Cashew Association (VINACAS). The country's technological edge has enabled it to dominate key
export markets in Europe, the U.S., and China.

While Africa produces more than half of the world's raw cashews, most are exported
unprocessed, allowing Vietnam and other Asian hubs to capture the bulk of value creation.
Analysts say African nations could follow Vietnam's "blueprint for success" by investing in
automation to boost local processing capacity.

Vietnam's model delivers clear advantages: higher kernel yields, improved food safety, stronger
market leverage, and expanded industrial jobs. Vietnamese firms are now exporting their
machines and technical know-how to processors in Africa and Asia, signaling a potential shift in
the global value chain.

Neighboring Cambodia is also seeking to integrate Vietnamese automation technology to
strengthen its competitiveness. "Cambodia must strengthen its technological base to compete in
the increasingly fierce cashew industry," said Silot Uon, President of the Cashew Nut Association
of Cambodia.

As the cashew trade evolves, one lesson stands out: innovation - not raw production - will
determine the industry's next leaders.
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Cambodia Launches National
Forest Certification Initiative

Cambodia's forestry sector is entering a new
phase as the government moves to establish
national forest certification standards, aiming
to promote sustainable forest management
and boost access to international markets.

The initiative, led by the Royal Government of
Cambodia's  Forest  Administration in
collaboration with the UN Food and
Agriculture Organization (FAO), seeks to align
the sector with green economy principles and
global sustainability requirements.

A one-day consultation workshop was held to
raise awareness and engage stakeholders in
the standard-setting process. The event
focused on validating stakeholder lists,
defining  consultation procedures, and
forming a Stakeholder Working Group (SWG)
to ensure balanced representation of
economic, social, and environmental
interests. Participants included the Cashew
Nut Association of Cambodia (CACQC),
recognized for its sustainable practices and
adherence to European environmental
standards.

Expected outcomes from the workshop
include a finalized stakeholder list, an agreed
consultation framework, formal
establishment of the SWG, and a public
announcement launching the certification
process. Officials stated that the initiative will
establish a credible and transparent
certification system, thereby strengthening
Cambodia's position in global supply chains
while promoting forest sustainability, rural
livelihoods, and climate resilience.
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Cambodian Government
Injects $40 Million to Stabilize
Falling Paddy Prices

Phnom Penh, Nov. 9 , The Royal Government
of Cambodia (RGC) has released an additional
$40 million to stabilize paddy prices during
the current harvest season, amid growing
concerns over steep price drops to as low as
600 riels (about $0.15) per kilogram in some

provinces.
Prime Minister Hun Manet announced the
intervention on social media, saying the funds
will be disbursed through the Agricultural
and Rural Development Bank (ARDB) to
support rice mills purchasing paddy from
farmers at fair prices.

According to an ARDB statement issued on
November 8, the financing aims to safeguard
farmers' livelihoods and ensure price stability
amid global market pressures and rising
production in major rice-producing countries.
The funds, provided under ARDB's revolving
credit programme, will be extended as low-
interest loans to rice mills cooperating with
the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and
Fisheries (MAFF). The measure seeks to
strengthen domestic purchasing capacity and
curb alleged price manipulation by
middlemen.

ARDB noted that the price slump is mainly
linked to falling global rice prices and surplus
stocks from 2024 continuing into 2025. The
government's latest move supplements earlier
efforts to stabilize agricultural markets and
support rural producers.

The RGC reaffirmed its
ensuring farmers receive

commitment to
fair returns,

highlighting agriculture as a key pillar of
rural income and national economic growth.
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Cambodia Remains Vietnam's Largest Supplier of Raw Cashew
Nuts

Phnom Penh, Nov. 10 - Cambodia has maintained its position as Vietnam's top supplier of raw
cashew nuts this year, exporting nearly one million tonnes worth more than $1.47 billion in the
first ten months of 2025, according to data from Vietnam's General Department of Customs,
reported by Vietnamnet Global on Sunday.

From January to October, Vietnam imported a total of 2.6 million tonnes of raw cashew nuts
valued at almost $4 billion, up 12.9% in volume and 37.1% in value year-on-year as global raw
material prices strengthened. Cambodia accounted for 36.8% of these imports, marking an 18.5%
rise in volume and a 39% surge in value compared with 2024 - the highest level since 2022.
Vietnam's exports of processed cashew kernels during the same period reached 628,092 tonnes,
earning $4.28 billion, reflecting a 2.8% increase in volume and a 19.4% rise in export value
driven by higher prices. According to Silot Uon, President of the Cashew Nut Association of
Cambodia (CAC), the association's figures closely match Vietnam's data, confirming that
Cambodia shipped around 960,000 tonnes of cashews valued at about $1.4 billion to its neighbor.
Silot noted that Cambodia's cashew sector continues to expand, with over 700,000 hectares now
under cultivation. Many farmers are turning to cashew production amid falling cassava prices,
as the crop yields harvests within two to three years.

The robust growth in cashew exports underscores Cambodia's rising prominence in the regional
nut market, strengthening rural incomes and contributing to the country's agricultural economy.

Phnom Penh, Nov. 11, 2025 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) and Khmer
Enterprise (KE) are seeking to strengthen cooperation to boost the cashew nut sub-sector,
following a meeting held on November 10.

The collaboration aims to leverage KE's support programs for small and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs), startups, and service providers, with a focus on enhancing competitiveness,
food safety, and certification within Cambodia's agricultural value chains.

Khmer Enterprise a government-backed initiative promoting entrepreneurship and innovation
is implementing training programs to help SMEs obtain national and international food safety
certifications such as Cambodian Standards (CS), Good Manufacturing Practices (GMP), Good
Hygiene Practices (GHP), HACCP, and ISO. These certifications are expected to help local
producers access wider markets and improve the quality and safety of Cambodian cashew
products.

KE and CAC, which have previously worked together on smaller projects, now plan to expand
their partnership. KE has requested CAC's work plan to identify joint initiatives that can create a
greater impact on the cashew sector and the broader agricultural community.

The move aligns with the Royal Government of Cambodia's strategy to strengthen agricultural
competitiveness and promote value-added production across key export sectors.
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Cambodia to Add Three New
Cashew Processing Factories
in 2026

Cambodia will open three new cashew
processing factories in 2026, boosting

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processing capacity by more than 14,000
tonnes of cashew nuts per vyear. The
expansion  supports the government's
National Policy on Cashew Nuts, which targets
processing 25% of the country's cashew

output for export by 2027.

The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia
(CAC) reports rising investor interest and
increased factory construction. CAC President
Silot Uon said the three upcoming factories
two in Kampong Thom and one in Kampong

Cham will have a combined -capacity
exceeding 60,000 tonnes annually. One
Kampong Thom facility is slated to begin
operations in May 2026, the second by year-
end, while the Kampong Cham plant is nearly
ready to launch.

All three factories are locally funded and each
designed to process about 20,000 tonnes
annually. A Korean firm is also conducting a
feasibility study for a new plant, following the
model of Japan's Mirarth, which already
operates in Cambodia.

Silot noted that Cambodia needs processing
capacity of around 300,000 tonnes per year to



stabilize cashew prices and maintain sustainable sector growth. Five additional factories are in
the pipeline, pending entry into the Kampong Thom Cashew Agro-Industrial Park and approval
for Qualified Investment Project (QIP) status, which grants various tax incentives.

Cambodia currently has more than 50 cashew processing enterprises, including six medium-
scale factories and over 40 small family-run operations. According to Vietnam's customs data,
Cambodia exported over 960,000 tonnes of raw cashews to Vietnam in the first 10 months of
2025, earning more than USD 1.4 billion.
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CAC Joins Workshop Launching EU-Backed Project for
Indigenous Women Farmers

STUNG TRENG, Cambodia - November 18 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC)
joined officials and development partners on November 18 in Stung Treng for a workshop
launching the EU-funded STRIVE project, aimed at supporting indigenous women farmers.
Coordinated by Johanniter International Assistance with NTFP and ADC, the four-year initiative
(2025-2029) will be implemented across Ratanakiri and Stung Treng, covering 120 villages and
benefiting 7,280 farmers' 70 percent of them women.

The workshop introduced project goals, sought cooperation from local authorities, and gathered
technical input for implementation. CAC called for stronger farm management support, urging
NTFP to help farmers keep records on production, pest control, and costs to improve
profitability and climate resilience. The project will focus on improving women's access to
agricultural technology, training, and resources.
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CAC Joins Kampot Workshop
to Advance National Cashew
Quality Standards

Kampot, November 20 - The Cashew nut
Association of Cambodia (CAC) joined a
workshop held by the Department of Agro-
Industry (DAI) under the Ministry of
Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries to advance
national standards for raw cashew nuts
(RCN).

The training aims to strengthen officials
capacity to support and monitor food
production chains, helping farmers,
producers and processors meet hygiene,
safety, and quality requirements for
certification and export.

DAI highlighted the need for unified RCN
standards, noting that inconsistent buyer
requirements have created challenges for
farmers. CAC sent a representative to learn
the new rules and share them with
agriculture cooperatives in Ratanakiri, which
supply small-sized nuts for W320 production
to Japanese processor Mirarth in Kampong
Thom.

Despite being the world's second-largest RCN
producer, Cambodia's limited processing
capacity means most RCN are exported. CAC
President Silot said diversifying markets and
improving product quality are Kkey to
stabilizing prices.

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ASEAN Food Security Gaps
Widen as Nations Pursue
Divergent Paths

Southeast Asia's food security landscape
exhibits sharp contrasts, with countries
ranging from being heavily dependent on
imports to nearly self-sufficient. New data
highlights how  agricultural priorities,
economic pressures, and policy choices are
shaping each nation's resilience.

Malaysia remains one of the region's most
import-reliant economies, sourcing more than
60% of its food from abroad. Analysts
attribute this to the country's long-standing
emphasis on palm oil, which has limited land
available for more diverse domestic
production.

Across the region, import patterns vary
widely. Singapore sits at the extreme end,
relying on foreign markets for over 90% of its
food. While Indonesia is largely self-sufficient
in key staples, it has become the world's
largest wheat importer due to shifting diets
and its inability to grow the crop in tropical
conditions.

Singapore has revised its 2035 food
production goals to be produced locally. The
softened ambitions reflect the challenges
facing local growers, including high costs and
stiff competition from cheaper
imports'constraints that have prompted
debate about long-term sustainability and
broader economic models.

Meanwhile, Cambodia offers a contrasting
case. Though technically self-sufficient, it
exports most of its agricultural output as raw
materials, which are then processed in
neighboring Vietnam and Thailand. This
keeps Cambodia off global lists of major food
producers despite its growing role in regional
supply chains. According to the Ministry of
Agriculture, Forestry, and Fisheries,
Cambodia exported 5.74 million tons of non-
rice crops, 4.45 million tons of paddy rice, and
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nearly 699,000 tons of milled rice in the first
10 months of 2025 up 28.57% from the same
period a year earlier with combined export
values exceeding $4 billion.

As climate change, demographic shifts, and
global market volatility intensify, ASEAN
nations face mounting pressure to strengthen

their food systems. Their diverging
approaches underscore the need for long-
term strategies that balance growth,

sustainability, and food security.
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Cambodia Rolls Out New Tax
Incentives to Boost
Agricultural Sector

The Cambodian government has announced a
new set of tax incentives designed to
strengthen the country's agricultural industry,
offering extensive financial relief to
enterprises involved in the cultivation,
production, domestic supply, or export of
agricultural goods.

A Prakas on - Tax Incentives for the
Agricultural Sector,- signed on November 19
by Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of
Economy and Finance Aun Pornmoniroth,
introduces three major concessions effective
January 1, 2026:

- Suspension of Minimum Tax payments

- Suspension of Prepayment of Tax on Income
- Exemption from withholding tax on

payments for services provided by individuals
outside the self-declaration regime

The incentives apply to businesses operating
across a broad spectrum of agricultural
products, including paddy and milled rice,
corn, beans, pepper, cassava, cashew nuts,
rubber latex, Pailin longan, mangoes,
bananas, livestock, aquaculture, and domestic
palm oil products used for animal feed
production. The government will also absorb
the Value-Added Tax (VAT) on domestic
supplies of goods and services to these
enterprises.

Eligibility Requirements

To qualify, companies must apply for a VAT
Certificate under the burden of the State,
provide a monthly list of suppliers with their
VAT declarations, maintain proper accounting
records, and submit all required tax filings on
time. Enterprises supplying domestic palm oil
products must also list recipient companies in
their monthly VAT submissions. Non-
compliance will lead to incentives being
revoked.

Duration and Policy Goals

The tax incentives will be in effect from
January 1, 2026, through the end of 2027.
Officials say the initiative aims to lower
production costs, strengthen agricultural
value chains, and improve the

competitiveness of Cambodian products in
local and international markets.
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CAC Participates in 3-Day Commerce Program at Cambodia
Trade Expo 2025

Phnom Penh, December 5, 2025 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) is participating
in a three-day program organized by the Ministry of Commerce (MoC) during the Cambodia
Trade Expo 2025, an event aimed at strengthening the nation's export capacity and deepening
youth understanding of trade policy.

On December 4, the MoC opened the expo with a roundtable forum titled Youth Education in the
Commerce Sector: Promoting Understanding of Trade Policy for Future Export-Import Leaders.
Held at the PH Grand Hall Convention Center, the session brought together policymakers, trade
experts, and industry specialists to discuss Cambodia's shifting trade landscape and share
insights on export-import management.

The ministry announced that the second forum, Enhancing Cambodian Exporters Towards
Global Success, Focusing on Quality Standards and International Markets, will take place on
December 5. The event aims to help Cambodian producers meet international certification
standards and improve competitiveness in key markets including the European Union and
Germany.

Speaking at the expo's opening ceremony, H.E. Sun Chanthol, Deputy Prime Minister and First
Vice-Chairman of the Council for the Development of Cambodia (CDC), highlighted the
government's commitment to expanding trade partnerships. He noted Cambodia's early trade
agreement with the United States at a 19% tariff rate and confirmed that negotiations are

ongoing to secure further reductions, particularly for high-potential export products.

Now in its 18th edition, the Cambodia Trade
Expo 2025 features 163 companies across 269
booths, offering a platform for local producers
to connect with international buyers and
investors. CAC member companies are among
the exhibitors, underscoring the cashew

sector's growing contribution to Cambodia's

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Cambodia Reviews National Cashew Policy as Industry Faces
Global Shifts

Phnom Penh, December 8 - Cambodia's Ministry of Commerce held a National Consultative
Workshop on Friday to conduct a Mid-Term Review of the National Policy on Cashew Nuts 2022-
2027, gathering officials and industry stakeholders, including representatives from the Cashew
Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC).

The review comes amid rapid global changes driven by digitalization, shifting supply chains,
climate pressures, and post-pandemic economic recovery. Officials stated that the assessment
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aims to measure progress, address emerging challenges, and recalibrate strategies to meet long-
term development objectives.

The Ministry of Commerce, working under the Inter-Ministerial Monitoring and Evaluation
Committee, stated that the review is conducted in accordance with strict evaluation guidelines
established by the Royal Government to ensure transparency and coordinated action.

During the workshop, stakeholders proposed measures to strengthen Cambodia's cashew sector,
focusing on industrial development, investment promotion, farmer support, and export
competitiveness. Key recommendations included expediting the development of the Cashew
Industrial Park in Kampong Thom, approving new investment projects, enhancing
infrastructure, reducing electricity costs, and establishing a one-stop service mechanism for
exporters. Participants also called for broader support for SMEs and the introduction of new
incentive packages for the cashew industry.

Agricultural recommendations centered on training farmers, improving post-harvest handling,
enhancing storage and drying capacity, strengthening agricultural communities, expanding
contract farming, and integrating cashew development into local planning. Stakeholders also
urged greater dissemination of research on improved cashew varieties and climate-resilient
practices.

The Mid-Term Review highlights Cambodia's ambition to establish itself as a regional hub for
cashew processing, thereby enhancing value chains, increasing farmer incomes, and improving
export performance.
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CAC Participates in Natlonal Workshop on Consumer
Incentives for Regenerative Agriculture

Phnom Penh, December 11, 2025 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) participated
in a national consultation workshop on Market intermediaries and Consumer and Market
Incentives for Regenerative Agriculture in Cambodia, held at the Phnom Penh Hotel. The
workshop was convened by the Council for Agricultural and Rural Development (CARD) under
the Office of the Council of Ministers as part of the ASEAN-CGIAR Innovate for Food and
Nutrition Security program.

Organized by the International Institute of Rural Reconstruction (IIRR) in collaboration with
Alliance Bioversity International and CIAT, the event formed part of the Intervention Package 1
Plus (IP1+) initiative, which promotes regenerative agroecology and sustainable food systems
across ASEAN. The workshop presented preliminary findings from two ongoing studies
examining market premiums and consumer incentive patterns for regenerative agriculture
products in Cambodia. Participants reviewed early results and provided feedback to help
strengthen policy, market systems, and consumer engagement.

The event brought together representatives from government, development partners, the
private sector, and civil society to discuss strategies for accelerating Cambodia's transition
toward regenerative agriculture and more sustainable food systems.
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CAC Explores Investment and
Carbon-Credit Opportunities
with International Partners

Kampong Thom, December 11 - The Cashew
Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) this week
held separate meetings with two international
companies to explore new investment,
processing, and carbon-credit opportunities in
Cambodia's cashew sector.

CAC Chairman Silot Uon met with Trent Eddy,
Chairman of Singapore-based EMGH Group,
to discuss mobilizing investment funds to

support local cashew processors. EMGH
expressed interest in expanding its
investment activities in Cambodia,

particularly by providing working capital to
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processors that do not require traditional
bank collateral.

In a separate meeting, CAC engaged with
Livelihood Venture, a French social
enterprise, to discuss a potential carbon credit
program for cashew farms in Kratie Province.
The initiative would support smallholder
farmers through financial and technical
assistance while generating carbon credits
through  long-term  tree  preservation
agreements.

CAC stated that it would support both
initiatives, pending the results of feasibility
studies.

Cambodia Earns $1.5B
from Raw Cashew Exports in 2025
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CAC Engages in Business Facilitation Efforts Through MISTI
Workshop and Launch of Cambodia's FTA Portal

Phnom Penh, December 12 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) this week
reinforced its role in supporting business facilitation and trade development by taking part in
two key initiatives led by government ministries aimed at improving efficiency and expanding
market access for Cambodian enterprises.

Earlier in the week, CAC collaborated with the Ministry of Industry, Science, Technology, and
Innovation (MISTI) to organize a workshop on online enterprise registration. The workshop
focused on helping businesses better understand and utilize digital registration systems,
streamline administrative procedures, and improve operational efficiency. The initiative also
sought to encourage innovation and formalization within Cambodia's enterprise community,
particularly among small and medium-sized enterprises.

In addition, CAC representatives attended the official launch of the Cambodia Free Trade
Agreement (FTA) Portal at the Ministry of Commerce. The portal is designed as a centralized,
user-friendly platform that provides comprehensive information on Cambodia's free trade
agreements, with the aim of reducing bureaucracy and supporting exporters and importers in
accessing regional and global markets.

Officials from the Ministry of Commerce said the FTA Portal will enhance transparency and
simplify trade procedures by offering clear guidance on certificates of origin and related
requirements, detailed explanations of tariff schedules and rules of origin, and comparison
tables covering customs tariffs and key FTA criteria. The platform also features trade data,
statistics, and market insights to help businesses make informed decisions and identify new
opportunities.

As a major stakeholder in the export of raw and processed cashew nuts, CAC welcomed the
launch of the portal, noting its potential to help exporters better utilize FTA benefits and
improve competitiveness.

CAC President Silot Uon said the enterprise registration workshop and the FTA Portal launch
demonstrate the government's strong commitment to creating a more business-friendly
environment by reducing administrative barriers and strengthening support for Cambodian
enterprises. He added that these initiatives will empower businesses, including those in the
cashew sector, to compete more effectively in international markets.

CAC Joins Relief Efforts Amid Rising Border Tensions

Phnom Penh, December 15, 2025 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) has joined
civil society and private-sector partners in mobilizing support for frontline forces and
humanitarian relief amid heightened tensions following Cambodia's allegations of a Thai
military incursion earlier this month.

Cambodian authorities claim Thai forces used advanced weaponry, including F-16 fighter jets,
during operations on December 7 that struck areas inside Cambodian territory, causing damage
to civilian infrastructure in provinces such as Pursat and Battambang. Officials say the attacks
were not confined to disputed border areas and have called for international verification
through satellite imagery, as well as renewed mediation efforts.

Amid the unfolding situation, CAC, in partnership with Sovanaphumi Hancraft, on December 15
delivered 1,000 kilograms of processed cashew nuts to the Kampong Thom Provincial
Administration for distribution to soldiers stationed on the front lines. CAC also reported
contributing funds alongside the Ministry of Commerce and charitable organizations to support
affected communities and security forces.

According to the Ministry of Interior, the violence has resulted in at least 12 civilian deaths, 74
injuries, and more than 400,000 displaced people as of December 14. Thai authorities had not
publicly responded to the specific allegations at the time of reporting.

Cambodian officials and commentators have warned that attacks on civilian infrastructure
could have long-term consequences, while urging accountability and a peaceful resolution as
regional observers continue to monitor developments.
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CAC Joins National Forum on eBeam and X-ray Technologies

Phnom Penh, December 16 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) participated in the
National Forum on eBeam and X-ray Technologies for a Smarter Future 2025, organized by the
Ministry of Industry, Science, Technology and Innovation (MISTI) in collaboration with the
National Institute of Science, Technology and Innovation (NISTI).

The forum brought together policymakers, researchers, development partners, and private
sector representatives to discuss the role of eBeam and X-ray technologies in improving safety,
innovation, and economic growth across sectors such as healthcare, agriculture, food processing,
and material science. Speakers highlighted the technologies' benefits in enhancing product
quality, extending shelf life, reducing waste, and meeting international safety standards.
Organized with support from the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA), RCARO, and Texas
A&M University, the event also emphasized the need to address public misconceptions about
food irradiation through education and transparent regulation.

CAC President Silot Uon said the forum was highly relevant for the association, noting that most
of Cambodia's cashew processors are CAC members and stand to benefit from adopting

advanced technologies to improve competitiveness in domestic and export markets.
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CAC Attends 2nd International Agricultural Research Forum
in Phnom Penh

Phnom Penh, December 18 - The Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia (CAC) participated in the
2nd International Agricultural Research Forum, organized by the Korea-Cambodia Agricultural
Research Center (KCARC) on December 18, 2025, in Phnom Penh.

Held under the theme Livestock Crop Circulation Planning and the Sustainable Future of
Cambodian Agriculture, the forum brought together government officials, researchers,
universities, and private-sector representatives to discuss sustainable farming models,
agricultural recycling technologies, organic agriculture, and regional cooperation.

CAC noted that several discussions aligned closely with its ongoing work, particularly in
composting and organic inputs. The association highlighted its use of innovative biological
solutions, including Indigenous Microorganisms (IMO) from the Republic of Korea, Highly
Effective Micro-organism (HEM) from Australia, and Effective Microorganisms (EM) from Japan,
to reduce costs, enhance climate resilience, and limit chemical inputs in cashew production.

CAC Chairman Silot Uon said KCARC has shown increasing interest in Cambodia's cashew sector
and is exploring opportunities to attract a Korean company to invest in cashew processing in the
country, with discussions already underway.

The forum highlighted the importance of international cooperation and livestock crop
circulation models in promoting Cambodia's sustainable agricultural development.
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Cambodia Produces Over 1 Million Tons of Raw Cashew Nuts
Despite Climate Challenges

Phnom Penh - Cambodia has produced more than one million tons of raw cashew nuts (RCN)
over a 12-month period of 2025, according to unofficial data from the Cashew Nut Association of
Cambodia (CAQ), highlighting the sector's resilience amid ongoing climate challenges.

Informal figures indicate that total production reached approximately 1,020,757 tons. During the
same period, Cambodia exported around 1,000,757 tons of raw cashew nuts to international
markets, generating an estimated $1.5 billion in revenue an increase of 27 percent compared
with the previous year. The strong performance comes despite significant climate-related
disruptions earlier in 2025. In March, severe weather conditions adversely affected the harvest,
prompting experts and industry representatives to warn of a potential decline in cashew yields.
However, conditions began to improve in April after the Cashew Nut Association of Cambodia
(CAC) implemented climate adaptation measures. Positive results continued through May and
June as weather patterns stabilized, allowing cashew production to recover and ultimately
exceed earlier expectations.

The final yield appears to contradict initial concerns raised by the CAC, despite the association's
efforts over the past three years to promote organic and climate-resilient farming methods that
help growers adapt to climate change. Since May 2025, the CAC has conducted 40 training
sessions, reaching more than 8,400 farmers across 10 provinces. "Our aim is to empower farmers
with real techniques that can help them make more income from their land," said Silot Uon,
chairman of the CAC. The workshops included practical demonstrations on producing low-cost
fertilizers and soil enhancers, such as liquid compost, Highly Effective Microorganisms (HEM),
Indigenous Microorganism Bacillus subtilis (IMOBs), and Bordeaux mixture.

Industry observers say the combination of improved weather conditions and farmer training
has played a key role in sustaining Cambodia's cashew sector, positioning it for continued
growth despite increasing climate uncertainty.
